Gentry is such a wonderful school that is growing each year.  Because of the large numbers of students, there are rules and expectations throughout the building.

School Wide (& Sixth Grade) Good Citizenship Expectations

1. Follow instructions with thought and care.

2. Be respectful to everyone and to school property at all times.
3. Care for everything and everyone. 
4. Accept consequences respectfully.

School wide (& Sixth Grade) Study Habits Expectations

1. Respectfully follow directions and classroom procedures.

2. Bring necessary materials to class.
3. Turn in quality work on time.
Consequences

We have a Conduct/Work Board in our homeroom classroom.  The Conduct Grade shown on Parent Connect is a result of your child’s behavior and work habits from the previous Monday-Friday daily conduct grades.  Students are made aware when and why they receive a conduct/work mark.  There is a 5-point deduction for each offense marked on the Conduct/Work Board.  The teacher may enforce logical consequences along with or in place of the conduct mark (ex. Warning, loss of privileges, time out, student/teacher conference, in team suspension, or office referrals.) 
· 3 conduct marks result in a lunch detention

· 6 and 9 conduct marks result in an In-Team Suspension in the other class

· 12 conduct marks result in an office referral

The hallway expectations are as follows:

1. Follow directions the first time they are given.

2. Walk in a single file line on the right side of the hallway.  NO RUNNING!

3. No talking, voice level 0.
4. Keep hands, feet, and objects to yourself.

5. Do not disturb other classes.

The restroom expectations are as follows:

1. Follow directions the first time they are given.

2. Keep hands, feet, and objects to yourself.

3. No talking

4. Sit criss-cross, facing forward.

Please remember that these rules are for a positive learning environment and safety for all children.  Please discuss these guidelines with your child and return the note on the last page of this packet.
SUPPLIES/BOOKS

Supplies and books should be readily available each school day.  Failure to have needed supplies or books will result in lost learning times as well as conduct marks.  This is a student responsibility.  Checking assignments in the planner on a regular basis will help the student and parents to know if supplies are needed or if textbooks or library books are missing.

TUESDAY FOLDERS

Each week your child will take home a Tuesday Folder.  Important school letters and notices will be in this folder.  Any failing papers in the folder may be corrected. The conduct/work grade from the previous week will be recorded on the progress report.  Progress grades will be sent home weekly. Please sign and return the folder the next day.

LATEWORK

In order to teach the students the value of completing their work on time, papers that are not turned in on time will received a 50%. Many times we will grade or go over the previous days’ work in class. If the work is incomplete, the students will miss out on a valuable learning experience.

REDO PAPERS

Papers with low grades may be re-done.  Redo papers will not receive full point credit, but will be able to receive up to a 70.  Students are encouraged to redo any paper below a grade of “70.”  Because we review many assignments, students must redo the paper within two days of it being returned.

PLANNERS

Students will be provided and required to maintain a planner.  Your child will learn how to keep track of important things like homework, upcoming projects, testing schedules, important dates, and school holidays.  Students are to record daily work and assignments from each teacher in the planner.  This will be a wonderful resource for parents.  It will serve as a record of what we do in class on a daily basis.  Students will also record any conduct marks they receive in the bottom portion of the planner.  Please sign your child’s planner daily.  If the planner is lost, the replacement cost is $4.00.

LEAVING THE ROOM

6th grade classes are in the portables. If students need to leave the classroom, to use the restroom or to get forgotten supplies from their homeroom, they will be required to use a pass. Each student will have 3 passes for each 9 week period. This is modeled after the middle school’s SAM book. These passes will be located in the back of the student’s planner. If they do not have their planner at school, they cannot use a pass that day. This will encourage responsibility and planning ahead. 
Here are a few other procedures and reminders: 

Times: 7:15 A.M.—Breakfast is served in the cafeteria


 7:40-7:45 A.M.—Teacher picks students up from the gym to start the day


 7:55 A.M.—Tardy bell rings


 2:55 P.M.—Dismissal

If your child arrives before 7:45 A.M. he/she will go to the gym until the teacher picks them up. 

ATTENDANCE:  Attendance is very important.  Lost class time is difficult to regain.  Class begins promptly at 7:45 A.M. When a student is absent from school, please call the office by 10:00 A.M. the day of the absence.  All children are required to bring a written excuse from a parent or their doctor to school when they return.  It is the responsibility of the student to get his/her work when absent.  

MAKE-UP WORK:  When your child is absent, he/she will be responsible for turning in any missed assignments.  If your child is absent for more than 1 day, please make arrangements with the teacher to pick his/her work up after school.  The student is allowed two days for each day absent to complete and turn in any make-up work.

PARENTS VISITING AT LUNCH:  If you intend to eat lunch with your child, please first check in the office. You may bring lunch for your child, or he/she can purchase or bring his/her lunch.  However, you may not bring lunch for any other child—only your child.  (Nieces, nephews, cousins and friends cannot receive food from you, because of state nutrient laws).
